TOPIC: The Benefit of Glorification
{Text: I Corinthians 15: 42-49; 50-58}
Supporting Scripture: Luke 9: 28-33 
Introduction:

There are some religions that believe in “Reincarnation”.

Reincarnation means = “entering into the flesh again” as either a human or animal by the soul after one experiences death.
A few reasons why some believe in reincarnation are:

1. To experience the fruits of one’s actions or deeds.

2. To complete unfinished accomplishments.

3. To experience sufferings because of a curse on one’s soul: In other words, a person’s sins may bring on the wrath of God which would result in another birth but not necessarily into a human body. 

We as believers should believe, II Corinthians 5:1: “For we know, that if our earthly house of this tabernacle were dissolved, we have a building of God, a house not made with hands, eternal in the heavens.”
Glorification – The transformation from a mortal (earthly) body to an immortal (heavenly) body.
